-» different prepositions. Firgt, we must redize that the Greek preposition trandated "in" is different in Acts 2:38
and Matt. 28:19.
® Quote- Acts2:38 Weare baptized in (Greek preposition " epi* in, on, upon) the name of Jesus denoting
that we are baptized by Hisauthority (i.e., in the way He commands).
e YLT: "and Peter said unto them, '‘Reform, and be baptized each of you on the name of Jesus Chrigt, to
remisson of ans, and ye shal receive the gift of the Holy Spirit."
® Quote- Matt. 28:19 Jesus commands that we be baptized in (Greek preposition " eis"; cf. Acts 2:38;
Rom. 6:3) the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit denoting that we move into contact with God
(name) and we enter into a divinereationship with God (Father, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit) - we
become children of God. Seethe ASV - baptized "into"

® Jesus authorized baptism (immersion) in the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit for the
remisson of Sns.
® Jesus has not authorized any other baptism: sprinkling, pouring, symbolic method of joining a
church.
