- Eph. 6:11-12
® struggles: fight, war
® schemes: deceptions, dirty tricks
® Qggaing rulers, against the power s, against the world for ces of this darkness, against the spiritual
for ces of wickednessin the heavenly places. wicked spiritua forces

>» = 1Pet. 2:11
® fleshly lusts (drong desiresto sin) war against our souls
® overcomewith right attitude: consder sdf as diens (sojourners) and strangers (pilgrims)
® jllus.: song, ThisWorld IsNot My Home
e vs. 1. Thisworldisnot my home, I'm just a passing thru, My treasures are lad up somewhere
beyond the blue; The angd's beckon me from heaven’s open door, And | can't fed a homein this
world anymore.
e vs 3. Jusupinglory land well live eterndly, The saints on every hand are shouting victory, Their
songs of sweetest praise drift back from heaven's shore, And | can't fed a homein thisworld
anymore.

» =% Satan’sdeceptions:
® |ust of theflesh, lust of the eye, and the pride of life
® 1Jn.2:16-17 dl that isintheworld, lust of the flesh, lugt of the eyes, boastful pride of life, from the world
® illus: snof Adam and Eve — Satan deceived Eve with afase doctrine
® Satanvs. Eve:
® Satan asked a question: "Indeed, has God said, "You shdl not eat from any tree of the garden'?"
® way Satan brought up the subject
® Eve sresponse: not eat or touch, of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil
® Satan’sdeception: "You surely will not die! For God knows that in the day you eet from it your
eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil."
e twisted thetruth: not die (physicdly at that second), be like God to know good and evil
® accused God of lying: God lied, not die, not want you to be like Him
® Satan vs Adam:
® Satan let Eve do hisdirty work
® FEvetook it to Adam and he ate
® Adam was not decaived like Eve (Gen. 3:13; 1 Tim. 2:14): no details given asto what
happened between them, resulting in Adam sinning
e Application:
e if wearedeceved by Satan, or by someone who has been deceived themselves, theresultis
the same — dn, punishment
® sn (1Jn. 2:16):
® |ust of theeye: saw thetree was good for food, addight to the eyes
® |ust of theflesh: they touched it and ate it
® boastful prideof life: tree and it’s fruit was desirable to make onewise



» =» AsaChrigtian, much of your struggle iswith the servants of Satan. — those whom he's deceived
e 2Cor.11:13-15 Satan’s servants
® Satan angd of light, his servants disguise themsdves as servants of righteousness

® 2Tim.3:12-17 men who are deceiving and being deceived
e vs 12 dl Chrigtians persecuted
® vs. 13 evil men, imposters, get worse and worse — deceiving and being deceived (eg., Eve)
® vs 14-17 what we must do — trust God' sword, rely on it rather than men

® 2 Pet.2:1-3 fdseteachers

e secretly introduce destructive heresies, many will follow their sensudity, the way of the truth will be
maigned; in their greed they will exploit you with fase words

=» What’sthis mean to you?
® never forget you arein afight for your soul — have no choice but to fight, or lose your soul
e Satan'sadready Sarted thewar - fight or else



» #2 ServingintheLord sarmy....— 3things
=» You mugt fight the good fight!
e 1Tim.1:18b-19a fight the good fight, kegping faith, good conscience
e 1Tim.6:12 fight the good fight of faith, take hold of the eternd life

> =» Don’t get entangled in everyday life, so you pleasethe Lord!

® 2Tim.2:3-4 suffer hardship, good soldier of Christ Jesus, not entangles sdif in affairs of everyday life, please
the one who enliged him

» =% Put on thewhole armor of God, and useit!
® [Eph. 6:10-18 be drong, put on whole armor, sland — use these things, offensively and defensively againgt
evil
® 2 Cor. 10:3-4 do not war according to the flesh, wegpons of our warfare are divinely powerful for the
destruction of fortresses

-» What’sthis mean to you?
® Whether you serveinthe Lord’ sarmy or not is up to you!
e fight the good fight
e don't get entangled in everyday life, so you can please the Lord
® put on thewhole armor of God, and use it



» #3 Asa Chrigtian you arewinning thewar, even if you can’t alwaystell it!
=*» You arefighting in theLord’sarmy!
® illus: David and Goliath (1 Sam. 17)
e Philistinesentered Judah, camped in Ephes-dammin
® |srad sood on one mountain and Philistines on afacing mountain, valley in between
® Goliath wastheir champion
® Sx cubitsand a span - depending on which type of cubit or what standard used for its Size he
was 9-11 feet tdl, talest in recorded history
® Goliath chdlenged the Isradlites every day (intimidated), twice aday (morning and evening) - kill him
and they served Isradl, he kill one of them and they serve Philigtines
® Saul and Israel were grestly afrad
® David convinces Saul to let him go and fight Goliath — staking the future of 1srael on aboy
® David couldn't wear Saul’s armor - he hadn’t tested it, probably too big
e David went to the brook and got five smooth stones, put them in his pouch, went out to fight
® Conversation before the fight:
® Goliath: "Am | adog, that you come to me with sticks?' (And the Philistine cursed David by his
gods.) "Cometo me, and | will give your flesh to the birds of the sky and the beasts of the field.”
e David: "You cometo mewith asword, aspear, and ajavdin, but | come to you in the name of the
LORD of hogts, the God of the armies of Isragl, whom you have taunted. This day the LORD will
deliver you up into my hands, and | will drike you down and remove your head from you. And | will
give the dead bodies of the army of the Philistines this day to the birds of the sky and the wild beasts of
the earth, that dl the earth may know that thereisa God in Isradl, and that al this assembly may know
that the LORD does not ddliver by sword or by spear; for the battle isthe LORD'S and He will give
you into our hands."
e Battle:
® Davidran quickly to the battle line, he dung astone that buried in Goliath’ s forehead
e Goaliath fel on hisface, David cut off his heed
® |srad defeated the Philistines that day

=» The Lord alwayswins His battles— so you are winning the war against sin!
® Rev.17:14 thesewill wage war againg the Lamb, the Lamb will overcome them, because Heis Lord of
lords and King of kings
> ® You areseated in the heavenly placesin Christ:
® Eph. 2:5-6 even when we were dead in our transgressons, made us dive together with Christ



» =» Rgoice you arewinning the war!
® | Kk.10:20 (Jesusto 70 upon they’rereturn) rejoice, your names are recorded in heaven
® Book of life, record of the saved:
® Your names (Chrigians) arein the book of life.
® Phil. 4:3b fdlow workers, names are in the book of life.
® Jesuswill confess you before His father and the angels.
® Rev. 3:5 hwho overcomes, clothed in white garments, Jesus not erase his name from the book of
life, confess his name
® You will enter heaven, livewith the Lord forever.
® Rev. 21:22-22:5 written in Lamb’sbook of life, enter heaven (Rev. 21:27)
