pict.: artig’srendering of Solomon’stemple

David made prepar ation for his son, Solomon, to build the temple

e David was not permitted because of the blood on his hands, al the people he killed

built on Mt. Moriah (Zion)

congtruction:

® Duilt of stone (probably the hard white limestone of the digtrict), with chambersin three stories, hdf the
height of the building

® outside: around the sides and back, and, in front, was a Sately porch, before which stood two lofty
bronze pillars
e the platform on which the whole building stood was probably raised above the level of the court in

front, and the building may have been gpproached by steps.

® inside: thetemplewas lined with cedar, overlaid with gold, graven with figures of cherubim, pams, and
open flowers, and a partition of cedar or stone divided the interior into two gpartments--one the holy place
and the other the most holy place
e thefloor was of stone, covered with fir (or cypress), aso overlaid with gold
® inddedimensons gpproximately 90 ft. long, 30 ft. wide, and 45 ft. high.

e around thetemple: onitstwo Sdes and at the back, were built chambers
e they were built in three stories, each story 5 cubits high
e thedoor into these chambers was gpparently in the middle of the right side of the house, and winding

dairs led up to the second and third stories

e the Bible does not sate how many chambers there were, Josephus gives the number as 30

e porch in front of the building: had two pillars, 30 ft. wide (the width of the temple) 15 ft. deep, 180 ft.
high

holy of holies: pict, behind the veil that was torn in two when Jesus died

® inside: theark of the covenant, with its two golden cherubim above the mercy-seat

® insdethetemplebut not thetabernacle: ark was between two other figures of cherubim, made of
olive wood, overlaid with gold, 15 ft. high, their wings, each 7 %2 ft. long, outstretched so that they reached
fromwal to wdl of the holy of halies, with the inner wings mesting in the center

holy place: thedtar of incense covered with cedar and overlaid with gold, ten golden candlesticks (5 on one

theright and 5 on the l€ft), ten tables of showbread (5 on one the right and 5 on the left), 100 basins of gold



theinner court, or upper court: the dter, the molten seg, the lavers (la-vers) with bases
e dimensions. not given in the Bible, but presumed to be twice the size of the tabernacle court — 300 ft.
long and 150 ft. wide
e walls: enclosed the inner court, we are not given the height
® thealter:
e dimensions: 30 ft. long, 30 ft. wide, and 15 ft. high
® condruction: brass, a“brazen” dter
® utensils: pots, shovels, basns and fleshhooks
® themolten sea:
® size: "molten seq" the name being givento it for its great Sze.
® |t wasanimmense basin of bronze, 7 %2ft. high, 15 ft. in diameter at the brim, and 45 ft. in
circumference, resting on 12 bronze oxen, and placed between the dtar and the Temple-porch,
toward the South.
® purpose took the place of the tabernacle' s laver
e supplied the water for the washing of the priests hands and feet
e thelaverswith bases:
® Thetabernacle laver had its place taken by the molten sea, but the Temple was aso provided with 10
lavers or basins, set on "bases’ of eaborate design and moving upon whedl s--the whole made of
bronze (1 Kings 7:27-37).
® purpose: seemsto have been for the washing of sacrifices, for which purpose they were placed, 5 on
the north side, and 5 on the south side, of the Temple-court.
® size: Thebaseswere 6 ft. long, 6 ft, wide, and 4 Y2 ft. high.
® condruction: their Sdeswere ornamented with figures of lions, oxen and cherubim, with wreathed
work beneath
® had four feet to which wheels were attached
® the basn rested on arounded pedestd, a cubit high, with an opening 27 inches in diameter

® illus: Amazing Grace/ John Newton (1725-1807)
® Newton’'slife:

When he was young, he headed for regions where he could " sin freely," and ended up on the
western coast of Africa, working for adave trader who mistreated him.
Hislife was like amodern Prodigal Son — clothes had become rags, no shelter and begging for
unhedlthy roots to stop his hunger.

In 1747, after more than ayear, he managed to escape from theidand.

Ironically, Newton then served as captain of a slave ship for six years. He gradudly cameto
abhor davery and later crusaded againgt it.

He began preaching in whatever vacant building he could get. Known asthe " old converted
sea captain,” he attracted lar ge audiences.

Newton felt dissatisfied with the traditional hymns. He began writing his own, many
autobiographical in nature, including " Amazing Grace!"

® review song - 206, Amazing Grace

e end of life: Inhisold age, it was suggested that Newton retire because of bad hedth and falling
memory. Hereplied, " My memory isnearly gone, but | remember two things: That | am a
great snner and that Christ isa great Savior!"
